Three Cool facts:

*Bees have 5 eyes. Three of them are simple eyes on top of the head. Two are large compound eyes on either side.

*Male bees have no fathers and can father no sons, but they do have grandfathers and can have grandsons. Sounds
crazy, but it’s true! The male bee is haploid (has half the genetic information of a female) and males only develop from
unfertilized eggs. Fertilized bee eggs will always hatch into female bee larva.

*There are eight species of honeybees but more than 20,000 species of bees, most of which live solitary lives.
