Three Cool facts:

• The smallest bird in the world is the Bee Hummingbird, from Cuba. 2 inches long, 1.6 grams

• They eat 1.5 times their body weight daily between nectar and insects. Proportionally, humans would have to eat
70 times the amount of food we typically eat daily to compare with such a diet.

• Hummingbirds beat their wings 60-80 times per second, and their wings can rotate 180 degrees on flexible
shoulder joints.
