Some Cool facts:

• Although they have small wings, they cannot fly. Their feathers are fur-like and molt throughout the year.

• The kiwi has the largest egg in proportion to body size of any bird in the world. They are also the only birds with
nostrils at the end of their beaks (rather than at the top of the beak).
